Moses and
Elijah

Moses and Elijah represent the Law and the Prophets witnessing to
the Messiah and being fulfilled and superseded by him.

Each of them had had a vision of the glory of God on a mountain,
Moses on Sinai (Ex. 24:15) and Elijah on Horeb (1 Ki. 19:8).

Each of them left no known grave (Dt. 34:6; 2 Ki. 2:11).

The law of Moses and the coming of Elijah are mentioned together
In the last verses of the OT (Mal. 4:4-6).

The two men at the empty tomb (Lk. 24:4; Jn. 20:12)
The two men at the ascension (Acts 1:10)

The ‘two witnesses’ (Rev. 11:3) are sometimes also identified with
Moses and Elijah.

* Symbolises the covering of the divine
presence (Ex. 24:15-18; Ps. 97:2).

* There is a cloud to receive Christ out of his
disciples’ sight at the ascension (Acts 1:9).

 The return of Christ will be with clouds
(Rev. 1:7).
