Then 
she placed the child in it and put it among the 
reeds along the bank of the Nile. His sister stood 
at a distance to see what would happen to 
him.  Then Pharaoh’s daughter went down to the 
Nile to bathe, and her attendants were walking 
along the riverbank. She saw the basket among 
the reeds and sent her female slave to get it. She 
opened it and saw the baby.

“This is one of the Hebrew 
babies,” she said.  Then his sister asked Phar-
aoh’s daughter, “Shall I go and get one of the He-
brew women to nurse the baby for you?”  “Yes, 
go,” she answered. So the girl went and got the 
baby’s mother. Pharaoh’s daughter said to her, 
“Take this baby and nurse him for me, and I will 
pay you.” So the woman took the baby and 
nursed him. When the child grew older, she took 
him to Pharaoh’s daughter and he became her 
son. She named him Moses, saying, “I drew him 
out of the water.”

Hebrews 11:23-28 NIV 
By faith Moses’ parents hid him for three months 
after he was born, because they saw he was no 
ordinary child, and they were not afraid of the 
king’s edict.  By faith Moses, when he had grown 
up, refused to be known as the son of Pharaoh’s 
daughter. He chose to be mistreated along with 
the people of God rather than to enjoy the fleet-
ing pleasures of sin. He regarded disgrace for the 
sake of Christ as of greater value than the 

treasures of Egypt, because he was looking 
ahead to his reward. By faith he left Egypt, not 
fearing the king’s anger; he persevered because 
he saw him who is invisible. By faith he kept the 
Passover and the application of blood, so that the 
destroyer of the firstborn would not touch the 
firstborn of Israel.
